Status of EM/RW MOA

The MOA, Revision 2, updates all key roles and responsibilities
between offices for acceptance of EM SNF and HLW
— Significant update to Quality Assurance responsibilities
» Addresses deficiency in applicability of QARD, Rev. 17, to WCOs

» Requires issuance of Audit Schedule and Plan annually to identify oversight
audit schedules and resource needs

» Allows reduced audit frequency at certain sites, from 1 to 3 years
— Incorporates requirements from December 2003 “Clarification Memo”
» Transportation and data requirements
— ldentifies RW support to EM-led NRC interactions
— Enhances MC&A requirement consistent with NRC regulations
— Eliminates and incorporates all Subagreements
Revision 2 has completed QA document review
— Concurred in by GC, and signed by RW-1

EM-1 signature is anticipated within two — three weeks
— ldentifies Chris Kouts (RW) & Frank Marcinowski (EM) as MOA Administrators




TAD Development

The Transportation-Aging-Disposal Canister System Performance
Specification was issued in November

— TAD canister system will comply with regulatory requirements of 10
CFR Parts 71, 72, and 63

RW identified qualified vendors to develop TAD proof-of-concept
designs, planned for completion in March 2007

— Energy Solutions, Holtec Int'l, NAC Int’l, Transnuclear

RW will initiate procurements with successful vendors for
development of complete TAD system designs and SARs for NRC
certification under Parts 71 and 72

All NRC-certified, DOE approved TAD systems will be placed on a
list of approved TAD system cask models

Cask vendors will fabricate and utilities will deploy TAD systems for
at-reactor storage and TADs will be accepted based on utility
certification of compliance with specifications and QA requirements
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
